You have been baptized and catechized in
the Christian faith according to our Lord’s bidding. Jesus said, “Whoever confesses Me before men, I will
also confess before My Father who is in heaven. But whoever denies Me before men, I will also deny
before My Father who is in heaven.” Lift up your hearts, therefore, to the God of all grace and joyfully give
answer to what I now ask you in the name of the Lord.

Do you this day in the presence of God and of this congregation acknowledge the gifts that God gave you
in your Baptism?
Yes, I do.

Do you renounce the devil?
Yes, I renounce him.

He ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of God the
Father Almighty. From thence He will come to judge the living and the dead.

Yes, I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of
sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting.
