The Day of Pentecost Acts 2:1–6, 12–13 
 1When the day of Pentecost arrived, they were all together in one place. 2And suddenly there came from 

heaven a sound like a mighty rushing wind, and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. 3And divided 

tongues as of fire appeared to them and rested on each one of them. 4And they were all filled with the Holy 

Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance. 

 5Now there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men from every nation under heaven. 6And at this sound 

the multitude came together, and they were bewildered, because each one was hearing them speak in his own 

language. 

 12And all were amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, “What does this mean?” 13But others mocking 

said, “They are filled with new wine.” 

 

Confession and Absolution 
P Jesus said, “I tell you the truth: it is to your advantage that I go away, for if I do not go away, the Helper 

will not come to you. But if I go, I will send Him to you.” 

C “And when He comes, He will convict the world concerning sin and righteousness and judgment.” 

  

P So we pray to the Spirit, our Helper and advocate, who intercedes on our behalf. Holy Spirit, Lord and 

giver of life, Your presence among us unifies us as one Body. 

C Yet, too often we neglect, belittle, or attack our brothers and sisters. 

  

P You have been poured out that we might bear witness to Christ, our Savior. 

C Yet, too often we remain speechless. 

  

P You were sent that You might produce in us the fruit of righteousness. 

C Yet, too often we display our pessimistic, discontented, selfish nature. We plead to God, our Father, 

to forgive us for the sake of Christ. Holy Spirit, grant us power to testify to our Savior, Jesus, in what 

we say and do. Bring to bear in us the fruit of righteousness and hold us united in faith unto life 

everlasting. 

  

P “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved,” and “no one can say ‘Jesus is Lord’ except in 

the Holy Spirit.” Upon this your confession, I announce the grace of God to all of you, and in the stead and 

by the command of my Lord Jesus Christ, I forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and of the T 

Son and of the Holy Spirit.

Pentecost Sermon--Part 1 Acts 2:14–21 
 14But Peter, standing with the eleven, lifted up his voice and addressed them, “Men of Judea and all who 

dwell in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and give ear to my words. 15For these men are not drunk, as you 

suppose, since it is only the third hour of the day. 16But this is what was uttered through the prophet Joel: 

17“‘And in the last days it shall be, God declares, 

that I will pour out my Spirit on all flesh, 

 and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, 

and your young men shall see visions, 

 and your old men shall dream dreams; 
18even on my male servants and female servants 

 in those days I will pour out my Spirit, and they shall prophesy. 
19And I will show wonders in the heavens above 

 and signs on the earth below, 

  blood, and fire, and vapor of smoke; 
20the sun shall be turned to darkness 

 and the moon to blood, 
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  before the day of the Lord comes, the great and magnificent day.

Pentecost Sermon--Part 2 Acts 2:22–28 
 22“Men of Israel, hear these words: Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by God with mighty works and 

wonders and signs that God did through him in your midst, as you yourselves know— 23this Jesus, delivered up 

according to the definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the hands of lawless men. 
24God raised him up, loosing the pangs of death, because it was not possible for him to be held by it. 25For David 

says concerning him, 

“‘I saw the Lord always before me, 

 for he is at my right hand that I may not be shaken; 
26therefore my heart was glad, and my tongue rejoiced; 

 my flesh also will dwell in hope. 
27For you will not abandon my soul to Hades, 

 or let your Holy One see corruption. 
28You have made known to me the paths of life; 

 you will make me full of gladness with your presence.’

Pentecost Sermon--Part 3 Acts 2:29–41 
 29“Brothers, I may say to you with confidence about the patriarch David that he both died and was buried, and 

his tomb is with us to this day. 30Being therefore a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him 

that he would set one of his descendants on his throne, 31he foresaw and spoke about the resurrection of the 

Christ, that he was not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh see corruption. 32This Jesus God raised up, and of 

that we all are witnesses. 33Being therefore exalted at the right hand of God, and having received from the Father 

the promise of the Holy Spirit, he has poured out this that you yourselves are seeing and hearing. 34For David 

did not ascend into the heavens, but he himself says, 

“‘The Lord said to my Lord, 

Sit at my right hand, 

 35until I make your enemies your footstool.’ 

36Let all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that God has made him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus 

whom you crucified.” 

 37Now when they heard this they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of the apostles, “Brothers, 

what shall we do?” 38And Peter said to them, “Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus 

Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39For the promise is for 

you and for your children and for all who are far off, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to himself.” 40And 

with many other words he bore witness and continued to exhort them, saying, “Save yourselves from this 

crooked generation.” 41So those who received his word were baptized, and there were added that day about three 

thousand souls. 

 

         The Apostles' Creed--Third Article (Luther's Small Catechism) 
C I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of 

sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen. 

  

P What does this mean? 
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C I believe that I cannot by my own reason or strength believe in Jesus Christ, my Lord, or come to 

Him; 

  

P but the Holy Spirit has called me by the Gospel, enlightened me with His gifts, sanctified and kept me in 

the true faith. 

C In the same way He calls, gathers, enlightens, and sanctifies the whole Christian Church on earth, 

and keeps it with Jesus Christ in the one true faith. 

  

P In this Christian Church He daily and richly forgives all my sins and the sins of all believers. 

C On the Last Day He will raise me and all the dead, and give eternal life to me and all believers in 

Christ. This is most certainly true.

Prayer of the Church 
P Gathered from many tribes and nations, but made to drink of one Spirit, we pray for the whole Christian

all people. 

  

P Spirit of power and justice, 

C shape our legal system with fairness, and look with compassion on everyone impacted by crime. 

  

P Spirit of power and consolation, 

C comfort those who feel lost or alone, and bring tender mercies to the grieving. 

P Spirit of power and encouragement, 

C grant patience and faith to all who wait for direction, reconciliation, or healing. 

  

P Spirit of power and wisdom, 

C guide parents, teachers, and those in earthly authority to speak kindly and act responsibly. 

  

P Spirit of power and gentleness, 

C pursue the hearts that are far from You, and bring home Your lost lambs. 

  

P Spirit of power and holiness, 

C set Your church apart for service, and raise up new servants who teach, preach, and lead Your 

people. 

  

P Faithful God, as Your people awaited the day of the Spirit’s outpouring, by the same Spirit, hold us in faith 

as we await the day of Christ’s return, for He lives and reigns with You and the Spirit, one God, now and 

forever.
